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She also returned to school to get her
“Teacher of Adults” certificate. And
because Maple Leaf House was largely
a summer activity, Frances became
involved in adult literacy which she
subsequently believed was her calling in
life. She loved every busy minute of it.

Her impact on the Japanese people was
amazing. Almost all of her students

still correspond with her family. When
the news of her death was received in
Japan it was soon on the local radio and
TV stations in Shimizu the city where
she had lived. Friends called to express
their shock at the news. One group

even put together a book, “Memories

of Frances-San”, with members writing
stories and including photographs taken
with Frances. She had great people skills
and made huge numbers of friends
everywhere she went.

Frances never sought the spotlight for
herself. The persona she presented to
the world was quiet, well-mannered
and self-effacing. Yet those who were
privileged to know her know that

she lived her life with great curiosity,
passionate determination, deep
commitment, good grace and best of
all at the end of a long, tiresome day, a
wonderfully wry sense of humour. She
was one of a kind, a fabulous role model
for us all.
